Budget Recipe
Penne al’arrabiata

This is my go to recipe when money is a bit tight.
It's really cheap and really tasty too! Feeds 4.

Ingredients:

2 tbsp extra virgin olive oil

2 medium hot chillies, finely chopped

2 garlic cloves, chopped

Various chopped vegetables such as courgette,
mushrooms, peppers and red onion

2 tins chopped tomato

2 tbsp tomato purée

120z penne pasta

1 ball of mozzarella, torn into small chunks

Preparation Method:

Heat the olive oil in a pan. Add the onion,

chilli and garlic to the pan. Fry for about 5

mins or until onions are soft. Fry the remaining
vegetables for about 5-10 minutes. Then add the
chopped tomatoes and tomato puree to the pan.
Simmer for at least 10 minutes, until the sauce
has thickened a little. Season to taste. Meanwhile,
cook the pasta for the allocated time. Serve the
pasta mixed with the mozzarella chunks and the
tomato sauce.
